o Weather forecast obtained and previous
conditions taken into account. Activity
adapted where appropriate. Ongoing risk
assessment at start and during activity —
weather conditions continually monitored

e Equipment/clothing lists sent to groups.
Individuals kit checked before departure
to ensure adequate protective clothing
and equipment.

e Suitable emergency equipment carried

Information about existing medical conditions
known by staff. Parental consent & medical
forms

Regular head counts carried out
